December is upon us, but don’t 
forget about fall and Halloween tags for layouts and tag albums!



We all get so busy during the holidays 
that sometimes we need a reminder to 
just SLOW down and remember what’s 
important. For me, a very important
aspect of this is the “giving” part. 

This little box is easier than tying a string to 
your finger and a whole lot cuter! Fill out or 
type small slips of paper for each day that you 
want to “give’ or spread some holiday cheer. 
Then draw a slip each day. It could be the 12

I wanted to do something creative for my husband this year for his 
“stocking stuffer” from me.  I thought it would be fun to give him 
various little gift cards for little things that he likes.  Rather than 
just give him a group of five random gift cards stacked together 
I decided to give them to him in mini album.  I created a “theme” 
around it, mine happened to be numbers.  You could obviously pick 
anything that worked for you.  

I started with a plain chipboard mini album.  I hap-
pened to use the TLC Chatterbooks 12345 album 
because it went along perfectly with my “numbers” 
theme. I removed the jute tying the pages together, 
and then started working on altering each page.  
I bought TLC alpha stickers that fit perfectly over 
the numbers for each page.

I titled my book “The 5 days of Christ-
mas”…and for each page and number I 
had a story that related not only to that 
number, but also to the particular gift card 
that he was receiving on that page.  Each 
page also had a “pocket” that I created 
to place the gift card.  Here are some 

examples of some of the pages in my album… 
Example for this page was that the 2nd thing my husband and I ever did together was 
watch a movie.  Movies are still one of our favorite things to do.  This works out per-
fect for a Blockbuster gift card and also ties-in to the number 2 from the album.

Example for this page was 
that after the twins come 
we will be a family of 5.  I 
joke on this page how he 
will need “Miller Time” (his 
favorite beer) once our 
house is crazy full of kids.  
I also joke that he should 

remember it is “always 5 o’clock somewhere” and then have a gift card to one of our 
favorite restaurants where he can go and enjoy his “Miller Time”.   

I used coordinating papers throughout to help tie the album together nicely.  I used 
the My Mind’s Eye “Festive” paper pack from TTT.  Once the album was complete I 
use binder rings to hold it together…which could be further embellished with ribbons.

This was a quick and easy project and will be a fun way to “stuff” my husband’s stocking this 
year.  With all the great little chipboard albums out there you can take it many directions.  
Especially with the 6x12 word books that TTT is now offering from Bo Bunny.

Every new release of pattern paper practically takes 
my breath away.  The designs and colors seem to just 
keep getting better and better.  But while I love many 
of the designs on the paper, I find some very chal-
lenging to use.  Personally, I like fairly clean layouts 
so I want to stay true to my style even if the paper 
has a busy pattern.  Nor do I want a bold pattern to 
overshadow my photos.  Then there are those assy-
metrically designed papers that are so pretty that I 
just don’t want to cover up the design.  Here are some 
ideas for using those challenging papers you simply 
couldn’t resist...

Cut out some of the elements and use them as accents on your layout.• 
Mute the pattern by applying a distressing ink or a watered down paint • 
over the entire sheet
Use the pattern paper sparingly—remember, a little goes a long way • 
(try thin strips of the paper)
When using a pattern paper as the background, matte your photos on a • 
neutral color so that they stand out from the pattern
Cut the pattern paper into little mosaic squares• 
Make sure you give the eye a place to rest—add some solid colored • 
elements to balance the pattern paper.
Leave white space, again for balance and to give the eye a rest.• 

Using Bold  Pattern Paper

Example 1: Pink Martini paper. Photos 
and journaling would definitely cover up the 
cool flower design so I cut out the flower to 
use as an accent on my layout.  I just used 
little strips of the other papers because the 
patterns and colors are so bold.

Example 2: A2Z paper.  I like this 
pattern but felt it was too bold to use a lot 
of it.  I cut it into little squares and pieced 
them back together again, leaving a little 
space all around to break up the pattern a 
bit. 



“Imagine what lies ahead”

1. Use cardstock as base.  Cut pp #1 to 9.5 x 9.5 and adhere slight off 
    center as shown. 

2. Cut pp #2 to 7.5 x 7 and adhere as shown (orange polka dot paper) 
    about ½ inch in from the left edge.

3. Cut pp #3 and #4 to 3 or 3.5 x 12 strips and adhere spaced 
    apart as shown.

4. Cut pp #5 to 7 x 9.5 and adhere in center over all other layered pp.  I 
    recommend using a pattern that is less busy for this piece as your 
    photo will be on top of this and you will want it to stand out.

5. Adhere photo in center of top patterned paper.

6. Decide on your title and use several different alphabets to arrange your 
    letters.  I love the mix and match look of several alphabets.  I mixed the  
    way I did based on what was left on the partial sheets I had.

7. Apply rub on or stamping to each bottom corner near the photo.  
    I used a rub on on the left and a stamp on the right.

8. Paint chipboard if bare.  Decorate with a black permanent pen and 
    make designs as pictured if you want.  Arrange these on the page as 
    shown.  I used a mix of bare chipboard stars and white finished 
    chipboard circles.

9. On the stars I used tiny letters to write my information.  You can use 
    tiny letters as well or just hand write your picture details.

Instructions:

You will Need: 

• 5x7 photo
• One sheet of cardstock
• 5 sheets of different patterned 
  paper (I used all scraps 
  I had around)
• 5 chipboard elements
• One to 2 rub ons or stamps
• 4-5 different alphabets
• Paint if chipboard is plain
• Black permanent pen

Congrats!  You are done this page.  I do hope you love it and please post your 
work in the gallery if you do use this step by step.  We would love to see it.
