TTT transparencies can
be used as titles or as embellish-
ments and borders.
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{ Tooth Fairy Tin }

1 small altoid mints tin

Sandpaper

Versamark ink pad

Silver Embossing powder

Heat Gun

Crop-o-dile

Ultra tacky adhesive

Modpodge and paint brush

4 scraps of pattern paper

1 piece of ribbon about 5-6 inches long
Your choice of embellishments ie: but-
tons

1. Use the sand paper to rough up the tin a bit.
2. Working in sections, press the tin into your ink pad and then cover with
embossing powder. Use heat gun to melt the powder. Continue until

your tin is covered and you no longer see the Altoid logo and colors.

3. Use the Crop-o-dile to punch a hole in the side of the box so that you
can add a decorative ribbon closure.

4. Trim scraps for the top (and bottom if you like) of the box and adhere
to the tin with ultra tacky adhesive. Don’t worry about perfect edges.

5. Use the sand paper to sand the edges of your pattern paper. This will
ensure that there isn’'t too much overhang.

6. Apply a thin coat of modpodge if you'd like.
7. Trim paper and adhere to inside of the box.
8. Thread ribbon through the punched hole.

9. Embellish the cover of your tin.




What you will need:

2 sheets solid cardstock/papers for the base
3 coordinating patterned papers

1 solid coordinating color cardstock/paper
Stamps/inks, rub-ons, or favorite pens
Coordinating flower embellishments.

Scrap white cardstock

Tip: For all of the white on black designs, | used acrylic stamps

with white pigment ink. For the flower on the right page, | stamped
in black on patterned paper, then cut out flower.

Denections

1. On your left page, adhere a 5 1/4 x 12 strip patterned paper about 1 1/2
inches from the edge. On top of this, but off center, adhere 1 1/4 strip of
a different pattern. Adhere 3/4 inch strip of solid paper to the left of this.

2. Slightly overlapping the first paper in Step 1, adhere 5 1/4 (wide) by 7
1/4 (tall) of a different patterned paper. Line up your second page to ad
here it's mate which measures 6 3/4 by 7 1/4.

3. Leaving the pages aligned, stamp, rub-on or write your sentiment to run
across the layout.

4. Adhere 3 4x6 photo mats as shown.
5. Stamp, rub-on or doodle your design to run vertically on the left page.

6. (Optional) If you want to add glitter, simply run your tape runner com
pletely over the solid 1 1/4 inch strip on the left page and add glitter.
Shake off excess.

7. Stamp, rub-on, or write your title on scrap white cardstock and adhere.

8. Stamp, rub-on, or doodle flower stems in the lower right corner of the
right page.

9. Add flower embellishments.

(Optional) To make the photo corner on the top right corner of the right page, cut
2x2 inch square. Cut in half diagonally. Hand-cut small triangle out of middle.
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Since Thickers and other fun alphabets come in TTT Kkits, | thought it might be fun
to explore the ways you can alter your Thickers and other alphabets to make them
unique or just spice them up on a page. You can play with all the types of Thickers
including foam, chipboard, vinyl, and felt. While | will mainly discuss Thickers, you
can really use this technique on many of your other alphas that come in TTT kits or
you have in your stash. You can play with all the types of Thickers including foam,

chipboard, vinyl, and felt.

For darker alphabets,
use a white or colored
permanent pen. | like
painty pens as well as
the Signo Unibal pen.
You can decorate in
many ways such as
using dots, outlining
the letters, lines, or
a combo of effects to make unique al-
phabets. You can mix and match styles
too. Here is an example of a white let-
ter altered with a black painty pen

For lighter alphabets,
use a black or colored
permanent pen. You
can even use paint if
you are daring. | love
painty pens as well as
the American Crafts slick
writers. You can use

the same techniques as

above but another fun technique is to use
a file and distress the letters.

When altered foam or felt, dark colors seem to show up
best and make sure you have a steady hand. | have found
you need that to outline within the foam and felt alphas
but don’t worry about being perfect. Having letters that
are altered that don't look perfect is part of the homemade

charm!
