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Alter Wall Hangin

Materials Needed:

* Maya Road Accordion Book or cut your own chip
board- 5.75W x 3.5L and corner round edges
(make 6 boards)

» Several different pics. | used 4x6 and wallet

sizes for this project

* Misc papers- You can use matching or mismatch
depending on the look you want

* Flowers, bling, and several pieces of chipboard
or other embellishments

* One piece of ribbon- around half yard

* Letters for title

« Ink for inking edges- | used black chalk ink

« Metal rings or ribbon pieces to connect the
boards (the maya road book comes with rings)

* Something to punch holes through chipboard

e Sanding tool

If you use the maya road accordion book the holes
are predrilled except you will need to add two at
the top of the first board to tie your ribbon through.
If you use your own chipboard, you need to line

up holes at the top of one board. Punch two holes
only about ¥ inch in. Two boards will be punched
at the top only. These boards will be your first
and last board. The other 4 boards need to be
punched on the top and bottom so they can be
linked together for the wall hanging. (You can wait
to punch the holes until after your patterned paper
is down).

Remove rings if using Maya road book. Decide
your picture placement and pattern paper place-
ment. Trace board on back of pp and cut. Adhere
to board and sand down edges. Ink edges.

Adhere pictures to 5 of the boards. Make sure to

save the one board with only one set of holes for

your top piece. On the example one | did not use

full pictures on the boards and left space but on
subsequent ones | made | adhered a full size picture

per board on one or two boards. The look is nice as well.

Once your pictures are down, you can embellish them. | used misc flowers, a bit of bling,
and lots of chipboard. The cool thing about the chipboard is you can place it so it over-
hangs off the chipboard for a cool 3 dimensional look and it expands the boards as well.
Make sure to use a strong glue if adhering partially off the boards. | used Kl Gloo which |
love.

Now on the top board or title board. You can do a title like | did or continue with more
pictures, it is totally up to you. If you use a title, you can accent it as well with chipboard
or flowers or whatever you like. Once you are done embellishing, you can tie your ribbon
through the two top holes and then hang it somewhere in your home. | have made 3 of
these, one for myself, and two for gifts and they have turned out beautifully and really do
not take a long time to complete. So have fun and get creating! If you have any questions,
please let me know.
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My scrap table is always a mess. When | finish off a project, | just push all the little
scraps and leftover embellies, photos, and supplies to the side. Before too long, |
have enough odds ‘n ends piled up that | could create a whole new layout with the
scraps! And really, that's way easier than putting stuff away! Here’s the step by step
for a fast layout that can be made with just a bunch of “leftovers” sitting on your desk.

UWhat you will need:

1 piece of cardstock or solid
background paper

« 5-6 different scraps of pattern paper

3 buttons and thread or another
embellishment (ie flowers)

e Journaling stamp, alpha stamps
and ink

Dinections :

1. Cut Pattern Paper Ato 10 ¥2 X 5 % and to the middle of the page flush
against the right side of the cardstock/solid paper

2. Adhere 4 X6 photo to the right side of Paper A.

3. Cut around a design from Pattern Paper B and place on bottom
edge of photo.

4. Adhere a scrap of paper approx. sized 8 %2 X 1 % slightly
overlapping Paper B.

5. Adhere another scrap of paper approx sized 8 X ¥ inch on top of
paper from previous step.

6. Adhere a final scrap of paper approx sized 6 % X ¥ inch along the
top of the photo.

7. Sew 3 buttons along the bottom right of photo.
8. Stamp journaling box on Pattern Paper A and add your text.

9. Stamp a title on some scrap paper, cut into little boxes and
adhere under the paper strips.
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With doodling still all the rage, there are lots of idea that can help add some extra
spark to your page. If you aren't a talented free-hand artist like me, there are plenty
of template options that can help you “cheat” your way to beautiful pages! My favorite
ones to use are by Crafter’'s Workshop. They are 12x12, flexible plastic, and come in
a wide variety of designs. Other companies to try are Chatterbox (flexible acrylic) and
Close To My Heart and Fiskars (for the smaller metal ones.) They usually cost about
the same as a package of rub-ons and can be used again and again. Don’t forget to
check the local Dollar spot wherever you shop; they often have them for kid’s crafts!

My favorite way to use them is to build and adhere your page, then doodle directly
over them with a black pen. This makes it look like it's part of the patterned paper.
In the samples shown, | tried four different techniques that took less than 5 minutes
each.

1. VersaMark and chalk--For this, | used a Versa-
Mark watermark pen to fill in the design, removed
the template, then rubbed chalk over the design
with an applicator. This gives it kind of a “dreamy”
look. Wherever the marker went, the chalk will be
darker. If you don't like the excess, simply erase
it with a chalk eraser.

2. Marker--1 simply placed the template down,
then filled it in with colored marker. Trace the de-
sign first, then with the template in place, color in.

3. Glue and glitter--With the template in place, fill
in with a glue pen (the ZIG chisel tip works best!)
Quickly lift up template and sprinkle with glitter.
Easy!

4. Chalk-- With the template in place, rub you applicator across chalk, then fill in.
When the design is colored in, trace over with a ball point pen. This work better
than a felt marker to go over the chalk.

A few more ideas: use a template for creating designs with brads, rhinestones,
eyelets or buttons. The possibilities are endless!
